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Dear Friends of the Laguna,

The Laguna is amazing. It is many things 
to many people. It is home to more than 
400,000 people and the heart of Sonoma 
County Wine and Farming Country. It is 
the Watershed where most of Sonoma 

County residents live, work, and play. It is rich with wildlife and native plants and 
provides safe haven to more than 200 species of birds. It is a winter wonderland 
and essential floodplain, a mecca for artisanal food, and a recreational resource 
full of hiking, biking and walking trails. 

The Laguna Foundation was created to solve problems: water pollution, habitat 
loss, endangered species and a culture losing touch with nature. We have come a 
long way, but there is still more to do. This report summarizes the Laguna de Santa 
Rosa Foundation’s current and future restoration, conservation and education 
programs. It also acknowledges the many partnerships and collaborations we 
have with residents, landowners, the agricultural and business community, native 
peoples and other diverse communities, government agencies and non-profits. 
Thank you to everyone whose name is listed in this report. You make all the work 
possible and we believe it is important to acknowledge everyone who sustains our 
ongoing efforts. Donations of every size enable us to work at a scale large enough 
to address the urgent issues facing the Laguna Watershed.

Highlights of the year include the development of a multi-year, multi-partner and 
multi-million dollar project in the Lower Laguna Restoration Plan, new restoration 
sites with several thousand native plants installed, programs with 1,500 school 
children, dozens of new walks, talk and workshops, and several generous gifts 
that will help fund the goals and dreams of our first Strategic Plan.

As we approach 2017, we rededicate ourselves to:
• Collaborate with diverse partners and celebrate shared successes
• Build from a strong scientific base and create measurable results
• Promote and inspire local stewardship
• Conserve and restore native biodiversity
• Use a watershed scale approach to ecological challenges

Looking at the last 26 years of stewardship with you, we are amazed and proud of 
all we’ve achieved together. Despite the remaining challenges, we can now truly 
imagine a restored, conserved and fully valued Laguna ecosystem, for us and our 
children. We look forward to bringing our efforts home and getting to the finish 
line with you.
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The Laguna de Santa Rosa watershed faces multiple 
ecological challenges from impaired water quality to invasive 
species. The Restoration and Conservation Department 
worked on nine existing projects to address these challenges 
and secured funding for five more.

 
Water Quality 

• Wetlands act as important filters buffering the water 
quality of the Laguna. This spring we started planting a new 
9.6 acre site on the City of Santa Rosa’s Brown Farm, opened 
a new trail at our southern Laguna site, and continued 
maintenance at seven other sites. 

• We secured funding from the California Environmental 
Protection Agency and the North Coast Regional Water 
Quality Control Board to remove trash from the lower Laguna 
and removed a mountain of trash, including tires, televisions, 
batteries, and hundreds of plastic water bottles from the 
Laguna channel downstream of Santa Rosa Creek.

Invasive Species 

• We removed invasive species and planted more than 
15,000 grass and sedge plugs in their place at three of our sites, 
creating dense beds of native species that resist invasion in the 
future. With new funding from the Sonoma Wine Country 
Weekend we will continue this work in Meadowlark Field.

• Our long-term goal is to collaborate with the major 
land owners in the middle reach to create a collaborative 
plan for invasive species management including grazing,

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The Laguna Foundation is also involved in a number 
of other collaborative management initiatives. 

• NRCS Regional Conservation Partnership 
Program grant – The Laguna Foundation is one of 
15 partners that were awarded an $8 million grant 
to conserve agricultural lands and ecosystems for 
climates and drought resiliency.

• Proposition 1 stormwater planning grant –
The Russian River Regional Stormwater Resource 
Management and Monitoring Plan will provide the 
watershed with a long-term, strategic investment that 
will guide stormwater efforts over the next decade.

• In partnership with the North Coast Water 
Quality Control Board and the Sonoma County Water 
Agency, the Laguna Foundation is working to create 
a coalition of public and private land owners in the 
lower Laguna to create a restoration plan for this 
critical reach of collaborative management initiatives.

the restoration of native grasses and an integrated pest 
management strategy to reduce the impact of invasive 
species in this reach.

Endangered Species 

• We completed our 10th year of the Adopt a Vernal Pool 
Program and secured funding for the next. As the longest 
running, most comprehensive native plant assessment 
program in Sonoma County, the AVP program collects data 
to monitor and protect three endangered plant species in the 
Laguna Watershed.

• We received additional funding to continue our 
management work on Sonoma County Regional Parks 
property in the middle reach. This property has some of 
the last remaining populations of Sebastopol meadowfoam 
which had been in decline but is now recovering thanks to 
a combination of mowing and careful treatment of invasive 
pepperweed.

Water Quantity

• As part of the groundwater management Technical 
Advisory Committee, we are working on monitoring and 
sustainably managing our groundwater.



This fiscal year was indeed productive and rewarding for 
our education volunteers, staff, and participants!

Learning Laguna

In the 2015-16 school year, Learning Laguna docents visited 
57 classrooms throughout the watershed and led those 1,520 
students on field trips so the children could experience the wonders 
of the Laguna for themselves. Each of those 2nd-4th graders spent 
4.5 hours with the docents learning about plants, animals and the 
importance of the Laguna through specially designed interactive 
activities. 

We increased our service to the schools by 12% this year over 
last. Additionally, staff and docents worked together to learn more 
about the Next Generation Science Standards and incorporate 
some updated teaching practices into our program.

We gratefully acknowledge and praise the work of the 64 
Learning Laguna docents who skillfully and heartfully contributed 
more than 1,375 hours of teaching time to the program this year. 

Restoration Ambassadors

With a grant from the California Coastal Conservancy, our 
education and restoration staff worked together to present a 
series of four classes to educate our Board of Directors, the Laguna 
Docents and Guides on restoration ecology, our specific restoration 
projects, and how to convey restoration practices and benefits 
to the community at large. The teachings from the course have 
been incorporated into our Laguna Docent and Guides training 
programs. Additionally, we increased our offerings of guided walks 
to visit more of our restoration project sites. 

Education: Inspiring Appreciation and Stewardship

Southern Laguna Discovery Trail

Foundation staff, the education advisory committee, and 
interpretive artist Faith Rumm worked together to create six 
beautiful, educational signs that can now be enjoyed along the 
recently opened Southern Laguna Discovery Trail. This educational 
project was one component of a restoration project partnership 
between the Laguna Foundation, Sonoma County Water Agency 
and the River Parkways initiative. A 2 mile walk provides beautiful 
vistas and a chance to see an enhanced floodplain and expanded 
riparian forest that is already improving water quality and wildlife 
habitat.  

Public Education

Our year-round selection of educational offerings for the 
community are an important avenue for connecting people to their 
home environment. We find that for each event approximately 
half of the participants are new to the Laguna or the work of the 
Foundation. Many of the events are offered collaboratively with our 
non-profit and agency partners. In this fiscal year we conducted 45 
public education events. More than 1,350 people participated in: 
an Open House at the Laguna Environmental Center, including Dia 
del Ninos, a county-wide family event in April; birding adventures; 
guided trail walks; photography, basket-making and colored pencil 
art classes; Laguna botany and wildlife talks and field outings.

Laguna Guides

These friendly, responsible, knowledgeable volunteers are 
essential to the smooth functioning of all our public education 
programs.  Fourteen people stepped up this year to participate 
in our 32-hour Laguna Guides training course. They graduated in 
June and got to work right away, increasing the Guides circle to 
35 active volunteers. We venerate and thank the Laguna Guides 
for contributing more than 650 hours of volunteer service this year.
